n December 21, the Vietnam - Russian

Federation Defence Industry Confer-
ence took place successfully. The confer-
ence was chaired by Major General Duong
Van Yen, Deputy Chairman of the General
Department of Defence Industry, with the
participation of Department Head of
FSMTS of Russia Oplesnin Roman; and
Representative of Federal Service for Mil-
itary-Technical Cooperation of Russia in
Vietnam Druzhinin Arkady.

Scammers
sophisticatedly and directly installed malware on cus-
tomers' phones to take control or steal personal data such
as accounts information, passwords, and OTPs.

Take the case of Mr. D., aged 65 in Quy Nhon city as an ex-
ample. He was asked by a scammer who impersonated
himself as a local police officer to install a fake public
service app. The app gained his trust since it had the
same interface and logo as the Ministry of Public Secu-

The fake shipper called her claiming that his
previous code was wrong and instruct her to cancel the
transfer to avoid being lost VND 2 million per month.

"So annoyed and confused, | hurriedly followed the guided
steps to cancel the incorrect registration. | did not know
by doing that | was verifying to transfer VND 23 million
from my account,” she recalled.
